DIRECTOR’S REPORT

LIBRARY NEWS

Peter Kaland, Library Board President, and Lindsey Ganz made the decision to close on the
Saturday following the Thanksgiving Holiday because of being short staffed due to Covid-19. It
was also decided that being closed may be best for the library in case any staff or patrons were
exposed to the virus over the Holiday weekend. We continue to offer curbside appointments and
services in the building by appointment only. Library staff have been receiving many phone calls
to schedule appointments.

Staff are continuing to weed the adult nonfiction and the children’s collection in preparation
for the RFID tagging project.

The Friends of the Library have decided not to meet for their December meeting at this time
due to increased cases of the coronavirus in the area.

PROGRAMS

The Virtual Project has Inga Witchser scheduled for our first event in December. We are
currently planning virtual events through spring. The Library purchased six keyboards to
circulate and we will be offering beginning adult piano lessons in January to learn a new hobby.
We also purchased loom knit Kits to circulate for ages ten and older. We will have an
instructional video available online and a two virtual meetings as support for those learning to
loom knit. Our take-and-make kits continue to be popular among our patrons of all ages.

BUILDINGS

The Department of Public Works helped obtained three quotes to update the front entryway
doors to current code by adding emergency push bars. Andy Black, local woodworker, gave a
quote to add bench seating and storage in the meeting room area. This would allow for extra
seating and much needed storage. We have not observed any leaking after the roof was fixed.
