DIRECTOR’S REPORT 

 

LIBRARY NEWS 

  Staff have finished weeding the adult fiction, adult nonfiction, adult DVDs, teen fiction, and 

teen nonfiction. Tracie Miller from SCLS visited Columbus to train staff on how to place RFID 

tags on items and on how to use equipment to tag items. The new staff laptop arrived and will be 

primarily used by the adult services coordinator to plan and host virtual programs. Digital 

magazines are now available on the Libby app, by Overdrive. Patrons who have a library card 

will be able to access these magazines online.  

 

PROGRAMS 

   Galen Abdul-Razzaq, world renowned flautist, presented his program virtually on “Jazz and 

the Civil Rights Movement.” This virtual project speaker had 18 people in attendance.  Laura 

Keyes will be the guest speaker for the virtual project in February for her Mary Todd Lincoln 

presentation and has 25 people signed up so far. 

   The beginning adult piano lessons continue to have around 12 participants weekly. We are now 

in the second part of the program. We continue to provide an adult craft video per month and 

weekly videos for children and teens including story time, STEM activities, craft projects, and a 

board game spotlight. Our take-and-make kits for all ages continue to remain popular. Book 

clubs continue to be held virtually. 

 

BUILDINGS  

Emergency push bars were installed with no issues on both sets of front doors. The roof was 

leaking again and the roofers came back twice to fix it. They added heat tape and did some patch 

work. The plan is for the roofing crew to assess the roof again in the spring when the ice and 

snow has melted. 

 

MEETING/CONTINUING EDUCATION  

 

MEETINGS 

     The Library programming team continues to meet virtually on a weekly basis. We are 

planning for the summer library program and will be using Beanstack to track the summer 

reading program for all ages. Columbia County Directors are meeting virtually once per month 

to plan events for the Virtual Project. All of the libraries are participating in the Laura Keyes 

event. Committee members agreed to continue the virtual project through the summer. The city 

department heads continue to meet virtually twice per month. Currently, the City of Columbus is 

working to fill a few vacant positions.  
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TRAINING/ EDUCATION 

  Lindsey Ganz attended a webinar on supporting and providing programs for Homeschool 

families in the library. Amy Halzel viewed pre-recorded WLA mid-winter webinars.  

 

 

DIRECTOR GOALS UPDATE 

    One of my director goals is to work on updating library policies. Due to Covid-19, we stopped 

working on the Library Annex Policy and the meeting room policy. As local cases continue to 

decrease, we will be starting to think about what it would look like to open up closed library 

spaces. Last month, I began having informal conversations with staff on how we could better 

utilize the space in the library and the annex and how this would impact policy.
